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THE 734TH ORDNANCE LIGHT KAINTENANCE COMPANY
A CHRONOLOGY

The following "record of events" for the Ordnance Light Maintenance
Company has been prepared so that each man will have 2 complete summary of
a1l the moves made, and bivouac areas occupicd, by the Company, and, further,
a picturc of the high spots in the history of the Coupany.

Briefly, the 734th Ordnance Light Maintemance Company began in
February, 1941, whon, as National Guard units the 109th Quartermaster Regi-
mert, the 109th Ordnance Company, with the 34th Infantry Division was in-
ductcd into Active Fedoral Service, At that time Company "E" of the 109th
Quartcrmastor Rogimont was the maintenonco Compeny for the Division, and the
109th Ordnance Company hondlcd the Division Ordnance, which, at that time,
did not include Motor Transportation, The first tcen months of Federal Sep-~
vice wes spent in Camp Claiborne, La,, after which the Division moved to
Fort Dix, New Jersey,

While at Fort Dix, and during the final mreparations for the move-
ment overseas, the 109th Ordnonce Company was lost to the Division—becoming
an Army Medium Maintonance Ordnance Oompany, A nunber of personncl’were
transferred from the 109th Ordnance Company to the Ordnance Section, Head-
quarters 34th Infantry Divisiong -

The first contingent of ths 109th Quartermoster Regiment, consist—
ing of the 2nd Battalion with Scrvice Company personnel, moved to North
Ircland on 15 January, 1942, On 1 February, 1942, upon the triangularization
of the 34th Infantry Division the 109th Quartermaster Regiment became a
Quartcrmaster Battalion, Because of the necessity to absorb all personnel
already overseas, 2ll but 37 Enlisted Men wore transferred from the Battalion
to the 135th Infantry Regiment, The remaining detnchment moved to North
Ircland on 18 February, 1942, joining the balance of the Battalion, At first
it was difficult to assign personnel due to the fact that there was consider—
able overage, and due, also, to the fact that the Battalion was scattercd
over North Ireland, with part of the Service Platoon and "A" Company (the
truck company) in Antrim, and the Balance of Headcvarters and Headquarters
Company in Garvagh, Ulster, On 13 March, 1942, transfers were completed, re—
turning personncl from the 135th Infantry Regiment , ard reassignment was
speedily affected,

On 1 June, the Headquarters and- Headquarters Company moved from
Garvagh to Castle Coole, near Enniskillen, and approximately two days later
the Truck Company amd Service scction joined the Battalion there, This was
the first time since arrival in North Ireland that the Battalion was united
and could oporate as such, Shortly thersafter the Battalion moved to the
}:limmdiate outskirts of Enniskillen, and established its garrison in Nissen
uts, :

During this time, the Ordnance Section of the 34th Infantry Division
operated seperatcly and was stationed with the Division Headguarters, Their
first garrison was in the town of Ballymena, and on 1 June, 1942, moved to
the city of.Omagh, some distonce North of Enniskillen, This Section controlled
the aupply of ammunition, and meintained and supplied the Artillery, Small
arms, and fire control instruments for the Division,

¥hile in these areasy the Division participated in the maneuvers
MAtlantic" which took place in the entire southern sector of Ulster,
Throughout @)1 this time the two units were entirely seperate, end had no
conncetion insofar as Ordnance operations were concerned, The Division
paintenance of notor transportation was handled by the Maintenance’ Platoon,
Headquarters Company, 109th (uartermester Betialion, In Septenber, 1942,
motor transportation became & part of the Ordnnnce Department, although
it continued to function as part of the Quartermaster Corps,

While in bivouac at Breendrum, Enniskillen, North Ireland, the
109th Quartormaster Battalion trained for combat operations, Schools,
marches, practice drills and lectures featured this pericd, Similar ac~
tivities were carried out by the Division Headquarters,

Commencing on 21 October, advance details began leaving for Eng-
land, the first of the many moves which were to follow, It was not, however,
until 10 December that all unit trensportation was shipped to larnme for move-
ment to England, and on 14 Decerber, the personncl of the 109th Quartem-
mester Battalion departed Emniskillen at 0200 hours, by train, headed for
Larne—enbarking point for England, On 15 Deccmber, at 0830 hours, Larne
wes reached, and personncl irmediately embarked for Stranraer, Scotland,
which wes reached at 1400 hours, There-was no stopping and, by train,
movement wes made to Northwich, Bngland, arriving at 2230 hours. There
our bivousc wes at Larbury Holl, some distance outside the city of North-
wich, The unit transportation trrived the following day, Headguarters
34th Infantry Division was located at the same spot, While in this area
The Service Platoon was placed on special duty at Holmes Chapel, therc to’
handle all supply for the Division. They returned to duty on 21 Decembor.

ovement to the boats for "destination unknown" comrenced immediately,

and lording of all personnel and cquipment was completed by 24 December,
Personnel of the Division were scattered throughout the entirc convoy,
depending upon where cquipment could be placed, The bulk of the personnel
of the 109th Quartermaster Battalion shipped on the "Strathaird", the
"Neuhellas" and the "Orantes". The Ordnance Section sailed on the
"Eupress of Australia',

The convoy sot sail on 26 December, 1942, with ships leaving from
Glasgow and Liverpool, On 1 January, 1943, the Orantes and Empress of
australia left the main convoy and headed towards Oran, North ifrica,
wherc a portion of the Battalion disembarked and bivouacked near St
Cloud, some distancc east of Oran, on 3 Jamuary.

The balance of the comvoy mroceeded to Algiers, and disembarked
on 3 January, 1l troops had complcted unlonding by 1800 hours, and
marched from the docks to the '"Maison du Peuples"-in Algiers, On 4
January movement was made to the "Hotel de Ville", which was located on the
water front,

By this time the troops which had landed in Oran had moved to the
city of Tlemcen, and hed tcken up quarters in the Stade Municipal and the
Caserne Bedeau, where they were to remain until the balance of the Division
joined them,

i In Alglers, cquipment was being landed daily from the boats, and
the "City of Chatanooga" (on which the bulk of (martermaster equipment hed
been loaded) was cleared on 7 Jamuary, Dock details were adsigned daily
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for the purpose of unloading equipment, and it soon became necessary to
have 24~hour shifts because of the pressing need for the materiels, On

12 January a detail of 25 mep, the firsh of tae Alglars contingent, moved
to the city of Tlemcen to join the balance of the Batialion. Kovement con-
tinued as soon as cquipment conld be asscrbled for convoy, and on the 18th
of January the second group detalled from Algiers left for Tlomcen. Bee
cause of the necessity to ntilize all personnel, movement was rade from the
hotel to the Alglers woods, scuth of the city, where a dispersal area and
assembly point had becn established, The third serinl left Algiers on 21
January to Join the Division. This wes the fimal group to leave, and theke
move was made on the same schedule as the preceeding serials, The movement
was made in two jumps——the first day ternminated at Orleansville, rddway
between algicrs and Tlemcen, and the second night found the Battalion united
in the Stade Municipal, By 23 January the Battalion was organized to in-
stitute Division support,

During the period from 26 Jamary to 31 Jamary, 1943, all efforts
were agein expended towards the reorgunization of the 109th Quartermaster
Battalion, which, oh 1 Fcbruary, 1943, became non-existent, and there was
created the wartermaster Compiny,

The Ordnance personnel, consisting of 3 Officers, 1 Warrant Of-
ficer, and 110 Enlisted Men were transferred from the Quartermaster to the
Ordnance Section 34th Infantry Division, It was at this time, officially
on 1 February, 1943, that the Ordnence Section of the 34th Infantry Division
and the Maintemence Platoon of the Division became united into one unit—

a provisionel Light Maintenance Compony,

The provisioml unit was stationed with Division Headguarters at
the Cascrne Bedeau in Tlemeen, ard it was there that complete reorganization
was affected, The Pivision Ordmance Office, then & part of the Light
Laintenance Company, departed for the front in Tunisia at 1100 hours on
1 February, and the balance of the Company remained on duty, making the
finel preparations for tho move to the fromt, and for the support of the
Division in actual cambat,

Here, in Casernc Bedeau, Tlemcen, North Africa, starts the story -
of the present 734th Ordnance Light lLiaintenance Company. This account has,
in practically all instances, been kept strictly impersonal, Those of you
who have made the "long voyage" will need only a small reminder in arder to
recreate the whole story. Those of you who joined later wouldn't be in-
terested in namcs, anyway, and can pick up the story at whatever point is
important to you,

Day by day, the story will be written just as it is taken from the
Yhistorical records", It is no more than a chromlogy. It may seem in-
complete, but it is the rccord of the bulk of the Company, of the Headquar-
ters, Where a small detachment is separated from the main unit, contact is
lost except for special incidents, and it is impossible‘to meintain ac~
curately a record of those-activities, For this reason,-especially for the
Division smmnition Office, the Divisjon Ordnance Office, and certain con-
tact and advance parties, the record may seom incomplete, But, generally
speaking, insofir as the entirc Company is concerned, the dates and places
are agcurate,

Here in Bou Tlelis the 112th Ordnance k¥ Company became
the Divisions suppcrting ordmance, Upon completion of inspectidns; repairs,
and replacements of Division Ordnance, the Division began its move to Italy,
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By this time the Company had been designated the 2634th Ordnance Light
Maintenance Company, a provicional number, and it was at the 2634th Ordnance
that the move wes made, Tha Compony comploted the move in four sections,
broken down as follows: Four oificers and sixty-three enlisted men, as troops,
salled on a troop ship; 1 Officer and thirty enlisted men moved a portion of
the unit equipment; another oflicer and ]2 enlisted men moved additional
equipment; and the balance of the company proparty was taken at 2 later time
by seven officers end fifty-four enlisted men, The first of the company
personnel and equipment landed in Italy on 21 September, The first three
groups, above, departcd Cran, North 4frica, on 17 September, and the last
contingent sailed on 19 September)
